Below is a revision of full article that I wrote for the Gadsden Times 
 

Is Faith in Christ Necessary to be a Christian or Will a Little Water Do Ya?   
Recently one of my members brought me a full page article out of the Birmingham News from the Bible Chris-

tian Society. In this article, the unknown author makes the claim that for a person to be a Christian all that is needed is 
to be baptized. This claim alarmed me and so I would like to share my Wesleyan Methodist viewpoint so that those 
who may have seen this article might have another perspective. 

My denomination (United Methodist) practices both infant and adult baptism. In both, we stress that baptism is 
a Sacrament, an outward and visible sign of a spiritual and inward grace. A sacrament is a ñvehicleò through which 
Godôs grace can travel. It is something that we can feel, touch, or taste (as In Holy Communion). However, they are so 
much so much more than just physical symbols because God actually is involved in some mysterious way as a person 
participates in the sacraments.  

In our denomination, we stress that through Christian baptism, we are incorporated in the family of God. In 
infant baptism, the child is presented for baptism by the parents who promise, along with the Church, to raise the child 
in the Christian faith. The parents claim Godôs covenant of love and grace for the child until the day that the child can 
grow old enough to claim that covenant for him/herself. When the child does accept this covenant by professing his or 
her faith in Jesus, s/he is confirmed into the church as a full member of Christôs church. (Notice the stress on profess-
ing faith in Christ). Adult baptism also symbolizes the idea that we have chosen Christ as Savior and that we want our 
sins washed away. We United Methodists believe that baptism is the work of God who makes a covenant with the 
one receiving baptism. 

So, in one sense one could say that through baptism we become a member of the church (in my denomination 
infants are called baptized members until they make a profession of faith and then they are called Professing Mem-
bers). But does simply receiving baptism really make a person a Christian? Can a person simply join a local church and 
accept the ritual of baptism and really be a Christian much like one accepts the rituals of a civic club order to be an ad-
herent? Is it the water alone that really saves a person? And what does it even mean to be a Christian? 
  I want to start with the question, ñWhat does it mean to be a Christian?ò We know from Acts 19:9 that follow-
ers of Christ were not originally called Christians. Instead, they were called ones who followed ñThe Way.ò But in Anti-
och, they were called ñChristiansò for the first time. So, if we tie the two names together, we can assume that a Chris-
tian is one who follows in the ways of Jesus. S/he does the best they can to act and love as Christ does. But does one 
just become a Christian by simply following the teachings of a leader as one might become a Buddhist by following the 
teachings of Buddha?  

To help give some understanding on my answers below, I should explain that the Church as we know it has 
two aspects. The first is the institutional aspect which is physical and local. We attend and can become a member of a 
local church through baptism and taking church vows.  However, there is also the spiritual and universal aspect of the 
church. This aspect of the church is what I would call the true church for it is composed of the all that have placed 
faith in God through Christ.  

Therefore, it is possible to be part of the institutional church and not be part of the universal spiritual church. 
How is that possible? It is possible because we can ñfakeò our way into the institutional church. We can claim that we 
believe in Jesus and not really do so. We can take the vows of the church with no intention of really trying to keep 
them. And, we can be dunked under the water (Romans 6:4)  or have it poured on us (Acts 2:17) or sprinkled by water 
(Hebrews 10:22) by a pastor or priest and never really placed faith in Jesus Christ. 

In John Wesleyôs day, people believed that if they had been baptized as an infant that the act of receiving it 
alone made them a Christian. While it is true, they had become in some way affiliated with the institutional church, 
Wesley argued that it took more than just baptism to become a true Christian. Instead, he argued that there must be a 
ñNew Birth.ò   

Jesus said in John 3:3, a person cannot enter the kingdom of heaven unless they are born again. So how does 
a person become ñborn again?ò I agree with the Scripture that the author of the article in question picked when he 
quoted John 3:5 where Jesus said, "I tell you the truth, no one can enter the kingdom of God unless he (or she) is 
born of water and the Spirit.ò While there are some arguments that the comment about water is speaking about bap-
tism, others believe Jesus meant one must be born physically through the waters of the womb and spiritually to be-
come a citizen in the Kingdom of heaven. So, the authorôs claim that baptism makes a person a Christian is not neces-
sarily validated by his use of this scripture. (Cont. page 4)

However, this I can assure you makes one a true Christian according to Scripture:  
( 1) Believing that Jesus Christ is the eternal Son of God who died on the cross for your salva-

tion (See John 3:14-16, Acts 2:38, Romans 10:9-10). At some time in oneôs life, a person must say yes 
to Godôs offer to be adopted in Godôs family through belief in Christ (Ephesians 1:5). 

(2) Obey the Lord Jesus Christ by listening to what he has said to us through Godôs Holy Word 
and through the promptings of Godôs Holy Spirit. If we do not listen to what Christ has already taught 
us through his Word, how can we say we are followers of Christ? We canôt! (John 14:15). 

(3) Love like Jesus (John 13:34).  We cannot really be a follower of Christ if we hate other hu-
man beings.  

(4) Live like Jesus (1 Peter 1:12-16). Jesus, as the Son of God, was holy. A person cannot really 
be a Christian and live like the world. While none of us are perfect, we should, with the guidance and 
help of Godôs Holy Spirit move from our old selves to becoming new, to be just like Jesus.  
    And finally, YES a Christian should be baptized at some point in their lives. But it is not the water 
that saves, it is Godôs grace through Jesus Christ that saves us! ñFor it is by grace you have been saved,
